Big Trip to Domenica (wasn’t that a song made popular by 
“The Singing Nun”?) 
 

The trip is just around the bend, and I know you’ll be pulling 
your equipment out of the attic, or garage, or wherever you’ve 
stashed it, and trying to figure out if you can fit into that 
wetsuit just one more time, after the winter of inactivity.  
Well, even if the suit wasn’t in mothballs, sometimes our 
minds can be.  Here’s a fairly straightforward list of safety 
recommendations to think about prior to and while on the trip, 
along with some comments by me.  Like Sarge Esterhaus used 
to say on “Hill Street Blues”,  ‘Hey, let’s be careful out 
there!’.  Have a great trip and bring back lots of pictures and 
stories. 
 

Some Safety Recommendations (from Diving Safety by 
Ernest S Campbell, MD, FACS) 
   

1. Before a dive trip-have all equipment checked and 
serviced by your professional dive shop. (Time to do this is 
NOW) 
2. Before boarding boats-be sure you have your regulators, 
BC, mask, fins, snorkel and that all straps are intact. Have a 
tank pressure gauge, dive watch or dive timer, decompression 
tables or computer and a dive suit for protection from cold, 
sun and coral. (A really sharp diver will have extra o-rings.) 
(Check your gear bag before getting on the plane!)   
3. Are you ready to dive today? Do you want to dive today? 
Some apprehension is normal, particularly after a long period 
of not diving. Physical factors that may temporarily preclude 
diving include: head colds with difficult clearing of ears and 
sinuses, gastroenteritis, fatigue, alcohol hangovers, 
dehydration, and bronchitis.  
4. When briefed on a specific dive, ask yourself-  "Am I 
trained, experienced and physically capable of performing this 
dive?" Don't be too proud to admit that you might not want to 
make the dive!  Talk to the dive guides and relate any feelings 
of insecurity, asking them to stay close and keep an eye on 
you underwater. 
5. Talk to your dive buddy prior to the dive and plan your 
depths, signals, and separated buddy plans. Check each other's 
equipment before entering the water. Is the air turned on? Are 
the straps correct? Learn how to inflate each other's BC and 
how to release the other's weight belt.  
6. Plan depths and bottom times: 60/50, 70/40, 80/30, 
90/20. Plan safety stops according to the plan of the 
divemasters. (EVEN if you have a dive computer!!)  Be ready 
to drop your weight-belt; most drowned scuba divers are 
brought up with their weight belts still on. Remember---'Lead 
doesn't cost much!" 
7. Safety during the Dive: 

• Use care boarding and at dockside  
• Secure scuba tanks  
• Take care donning tanks

On Jan. 8th, the meeting started about 7:30.  Kit 
gave the Treasurer’s report.

It is now scheduled to leave on 
January 22, 2003 and return on February 5.  It 
will be a live aboard trip on  a liveaboard boat.  
The cost of the trip is approx. $3,700.  The EC 
is planning a summer trip, July 11 - 15 to Fort 
Lauderdale.  The Tropic-Diver company will 
be used for this trip.  They have a website on 
the internet.  The cost for the diving will run 
approx. $200.  Additional details will be 
forthcoming.  March 23 is the date for the 
banquet at Spindletop.  Mark showed a slides 
of a dive trip to the Caymans.  Looked like a 
nice dive area.
